Congratulations on having your abstract accepted for presentation as a scientific research poster at the BGS Scientific Meeting. 

Whilst the abstract has been accepted for presentation, this does not mean that it will be published in the Age & Ageing supplement. Please note that the A&A supplement is published online only. Several abstracts may be rejected for publication following assessment at the meeting. 

All posters will undergo a form of assessment, where one or two assessors will discuss the merits and possible shortcomings in the paper. 

In the exhibition hall where the posters will be exhibited, the posters are grouped together by subject matter and the intention is that within each grouping, every individual poster be discussed with its author by one or two assessors chosen by the Academic and Research Committee for their expertise in that field.

The experts have been asked:

· To discuss each poster in their section with the author and offer advice as appropriate

· To check that the data displayed on the poster correlates to the abstract originally submitted. 

· To notify A&R Committee of those posters, from physicians who are not yet consultant, which are of particular merit and should be taken into account in selecting a winner of the poster and scientific research prize (currently £200).

Your poster should be put up on Thursday 17th May and not taken down until Friday, 18th May between 13.00-14.00 hrs. Please note that the author or the author’s nominee must be in attendance during the viewing and assessment period on Thursday 17th May between 10:30 – 11:45. Whoever the spokesman for the poster, they MUST be able to field assessors' questions. Where the assessors are unable to discuss the poster with an appropriate spokesperson, this may result in the abstract not being recommended for publication or a prize.
