1. Minutes of last meeting held 6th December 2019 

The minutes were signed as an accurate record of the meeting.

2. BGS Committees Update

Clinical Quality Steering Group

Jo and Cliff reported that the groups last meeting was on 4th February 2020. The Delirium resource for the BGS website is currently being written by volunteers and has a deadline of 31st March 2020. 

The E-learning frailty module has been delayed slightly and will be up on the BGS website soon.

The QI workshop is being held again at the Spring Meeting 2020 and we are looking for volunteers to help out.

Jo and Cliff are due to demit from the Group in summer 2020 and Jo G will send out an advert for their replacements. The CQ committee is happy for anyone who is interested to shadow both Jo and Cliff at their next CQ meeting on 5th May 2020. Action-J Gough. 

ETC 

Gwyn reported the following:

Workforce and recruitment

Workforce: there are ongoing discussions with Dr Copeland to gather information in this area. Data is needed on the Nurse and AHP sector to scope out the workforce population including how many advanced level practitioners there are. This number is currently not known and Gwyn asked the committee for ideas on where this information might be found. Gwyn will look at the HEE local offices and ask them for figures. Action-G Grout

This year is the year of the Nurse and the Midwife and Gwyn will ask the RCN what they are doing to commemerate this. Action-G Grout.


DGM

A new MOA had just been signed by the BGS  with the RCP to run until December 2022. The MOA sets out how the BGS will collaborate with the RCP to deliver the DGM. It is intended that the exam will be made available to a wider audience, including ANPs/ACPs. Cliff has applied to be on the board for the exams as the Nurse Advance Practitioner rep and there is a meeting on 30th April 2020. Cliff has not heard anything yet however Prof Vassallo is chasing the RCP for news.  It is hoped that the exam will be open for Nurse and AHP applications in 2021.

New trainee curriculum

This is due out in autumn 2020 and includes QI.

Advanced nurse practitioners’ curriculum

There are ongoing discussions with the RCP about this. Dr Pound’s work on the geriatric medicine training curriculum has been very helpful in developing the ANP curriculum. The draft curriculum will come back to ETC in June, with a formal launch anticipated for the autumn.  Gwyn will circulate to the council when ready. Action-G Grout.

Advanced Clinical Nurse Practitioners is very England based and the aspiration is that it will be UK wide. Gwyn is going to visit Scotland and will report back on what they do. Action-G Grout.

BGS/EUGMS Joint Conference September 2021 

Preparations are well ahead of schedule. There is Nurse and AHP representation on the organising committee.

Adam Gordon and Mike Vassallo are going to discuss updating the BGS Masters Fellowship and that update will include opening up the applications to Nurse and AHP members. 

New Council Committee members on ETC

Gwyn is due to retire in September 2020. We will advertise for the new representatives. ETC are happy for anyone who is interested in the post to shadow Gwyn at meetings and Jo Jennings attended the ETC meeting last week and Lynn McDiarmid is due to attend the next meeting. We are looking for two reps from this council and the new recruits first meeting will be on 8th October 2020. Jo Gough will advertise for the new post. Action-J Gough.



Meetings Committee 

Anna was unable to attend the meeting today and had sent a report to Lucy with a BGS conference update. 

Spring 2020 planning complete.
Autumn 2020 planning complete.
Spring 2021 the programme has been agreed.

Anna advised that the BGS is developing a database of potential speakers for events and we will be actively promoting live streaming. The RCP currently only allow 5 hours per year for live streaming events and hopefully this will change in the future. 

At the BGS Spring conference the Nurse and AHP Council will have a networking lunch on the Friday of the meeting. Lucy will give an update on the Council committee and its work and Jo Jennings will update on the Clinical Quality committee’s work. We will be choosing one scientific and one clinical quality poster from the nurse and ahp submitters and ask them to present at the lunch. Jo Gough will send Lucy a list of presenters to choose from and Lucy will write an invitation email for them. Action-J Gough and L Lewis.

Going forward we will ensure that any members of the council committee attend one out of three BGS conferences. We will also need to develop a rota for the network lunches attendance. Action-J Gough, L Lewis and Frazer Underwood. 

Policy Committee

The next Policy committee meeting is on 12th March 2020.

This year is The world Health Organisation Year of the Nurse and Midwife and Florence Nightingale’s 200th birthday.  Emma asked what do this committee council want to do to celebrate it? 

Lucy advised she is writing an article for the newsletter on her Florence Nightingale Scholarship travels to Scotland and Canada and has also written an article on her scholarship travels for Nursing Older People. 

Lucy is also part of a service at Romsey abbey. Lucy will link the Florence Nightingale communications office with Marina to promote. Action-L Lewis.

The BGS will ask Nurses the questions: Why do you work with older people? What keeps you in that specialty? Tell your experience and encourage others. These questions will go to BGS members and student nurses. Michelle will ask her students to take part. Our aim is to get student, new nurse and established nurse responses. Action- E Matthews to coordinate with Marina and Amy, L Lewis and M Board to assist.

We will plan with Amy and Marina who will work on this project and help to promote it through the website and other BGS channels. Responses should be no more than 200 words per submission. 

Emma also asked what will the educational and workforce pages look like and what will sit under them?  How can we make them more intuitive and compliment the other workstreams?  This has come from other workstreams led by Gwyn (education), QI (Cliff and Jo) and Claire (workforce) to discuss with PACC.

The wish is for the educational and workforce sections to be separate but also interlink and be intuitive and complimentary to the other workstreams e.g. QI, SIGS, E-Learning, etc so a current member or new member will know where to find and/or be enticed to find out more. Sarah Mistry advised that the actual sections have/will be outlined by Amy.  Claire has Copeland been in touch again wanting to know what the consensus view is on this and details on what we wish the site will look like so Emma will discuss at the next  PACC meeting tomorrow.  


RADC Committee 

Michelle and Helen were unable to attend the last RADC meeting on 11th February so Jo Gough advised that the committee has updated their workplan after the new research strategy was agreed by the Trustee Board. The research priority exercise work group will meet by teleconference soon to discuss and will then BGS committees, councils, regions and SIGs what their research priorities are.

5. Physiotherapy update 
Jo Jennings advised that there is still a shortage of Physios. The CSP are also looking at developing Physio Advanced Clinical Practitioners.

Lucy has been invited to speak at the Oncology conference in Manchester on 19th May 2020. Postponed till January 2021

Emma was going to represent the BGS in Moscow in May now most likely to do as webinar. We will discuss BGS promotion of of these events with Marina and Geraint. Action -J Gough, M Mello and G Collingridge.
 
7. Discussion re Nurses/AHP Council committee going forward

Lucy, Frazer, Sarah Mistry and Jo Gough have been reviewing the Nurse and AHP Council’s terms of reference. Jo will send the latest draft to this committee for review/comment. Action-J Gough.

Adverts for regional reps from the UK four nations, Scotland, Northern Ireland England and Wales, will be going out as well as communications to the SIG’s for Nurse and AHP reps. 

SIG reps will be required to report back to the committee council and we will set up a rota for them to present to the committee periodically. 

We also need to look at engaging Nurse and AHP BGS member colleagues in the UK regions. This will involve encouragement to join the regional committees and to ensure that all regional committees are MDT. 

Succession planning is key to all committee roles and therefore Lucy and Frazer propose to have aspirational leadership roles available on the committee. Mentoring new committee members will be key. 

Video conferencing (Microsoft Teams) will be very useful for those who cannot attend in person and we will make use of that facility at committee council meetings.

Lucy, Frazer and Jo Gough will draft a work-plan for the council and what it wants to achieve -in line with the BGS strategy and a set of achievable objectives and circulate to council. Action-L Lewis, F Underwood and J Gough.
